Professor Waikaremoana Waitoki Bio

 Professor Waikaremoana Waitoki FNZPsS (Ngāti Hako, Ngāti Mahanga) is a clinical psychologist and an internationally recognised Indigenous leader in psychology. Waikaremoana’s expertise spans mātauranga Māori, hauora, Māori wellbeing, and the social determinants of health. Her research indigenises psychology and seeks to dismantle systemic racism. She has generated new knowledge to decolonise psychology, advance Indigenous knowledge systems and address systemic inequities in health and education. Her projects have promoted maternal wellbeing using mātauranga Māori, and she was the Science Lead for research programme Working to End Racial Oppression, which has examined the entanglement of racism across employment, housing institutions, and inter-ethnic relationships. Waikaremoana is a Past President of NZPsS, our current Kaihautū, and winner of the Hunter Award in 2025.
